DUTCH SCIENTIST PROPOSES CIRCULAR
RUNWAYS FOR AIRPORT EFFICIENCY

While airport terminal architecture has a solid history of style and innovation, rarely is a proposal

put forth to utterly redesign the runway. But that's precisely the aim of Henk Hesselink, a Dutch
scientist working with the Netherlands Aerospace Centre.

Dubbed the “endless runway”, Hesselink’s brainchild is a 360-degree landing strip measuring more
than two miles in diameter. Since airplanes would be able to approach and take off from any
direction around the proposed circle, they wouldn’t have to fight against crosswinds. And three
planes would be able to take off or land at the same time.
