Robert Bentley declared October 2015 as "General Aviation Appreciation Month,
noting, "The general aviation industry in Alabama contributes $800 million in first round impacts to
the state’s economy and is critical to industrial and economic recruitment efforts and to the
retention and expansion of businesses in Alabama."
