With the new 12,200 square meter facility, FACC is further expanding its global footprint and
creating the capacity required to meet customer demand for high-performance, high-value FACC
products. In addition, it puts FACC in a strong position to profit from the economic growth in the
aerospace industry. The new FACC manufacturing facility is expected to start production by March
2021. Once fully operational, it will employ more than 600 people. The project is representative of
the creation of a new innovative business sector in Croatia’s aerospace industry that supports the
local economy and Croatian sub-suppliers and strengthens the country’s export quota.
