CONTRACT WITH AFI KLM E&M
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AFI KLM E&M renews its contract with Johannesburg based airline operator, Comair Limited. AFI
KLM E&M has been maintaining Comair’s fleet for a number of years and the long-term renewal of
the contract covers component repair, the supply of a main base kit, and access to the AFlI KLM
E&M spares pool.Comair currently operates an all-Boeing fleet of 737 Classic and Next-
