The new feature is currently available for Fuel Tank Safety (Phase 2) course.

Upon the successful passing of the 
exam within the two attempts, students will be issued the required certificates, while failing both 
times will result in an automatic requirement to re-purchase the course. Having launched the first 
course with the option of examination, the company is planning to supplement its platform with two 
additional courses (Human Factors based on Part 145 and Fuel Tank Safety (Phase 1)) within a 
few months.
