
BOEING DEFENCE AUSTRALIA NAMES KEN SHAW

Boeing Defence Australia (BDA) will have a new managing director from September following the 
appointment of Ken Shaw to the role.

Shaw replaces Kim Gillis, who was named deputy secretary of the Capability Acquisition and 
Sustainment Group (CASG) within Defence in August.
