Transport Canada (TC) says it has suspended the Air Operators Certificate (AOC) of Buffalo
Aurways (J4, Yellowknife) with effect from November 30 citing the airline's poor safety
record.

"Transport Canada takes its aviation safety oversight role very seriously and expects every air
operator to fully comply with aviation safety regulations,” the regulatory body said. "When air
operators, like Buffalo Airways, fail to comply with aviation regulations, the department takes
appropriate action in the interest of public safety."

The airline will only be allowed to resume operations once it has demonstrated compliance with
Part 703 (Air Taxi) and Part 705 (Airline) Canadian Aviation Regulations TC added.

For its part, Buffalo Airways has said it will charter aircraft from other operators to fulfil existing
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
